Warren has been an accredited Photographic Society of 
Queensland judge since 1987 and has a love of black and white images.  He finds 
the oven light a useful tool for reviewing prints, which he first views on or near his 
piano!  Great fun and very insightful, here are a few of Warrenôs comments from the 
night: 
 

¶ Was happy to take a broad interpretation of industry including primary and 
secondary types of industry, relics of industry, subjects toiling ï there were 
no non-acceptances given. 

 

¶ Try not to fit too much into your image ï look for the little details; some of 
the industrial images were criticised for containing too much or portraying a 
busy scene.  Warrenôs advice was to zoom in ï be selective with regard to 
your subject. 

 

¶ Personally, Warren is not excited by fences or gates ï you either have to 
ignore them, get away from them, or use them to your advantage! 

 

¶ As a last activity before finalising your image, do a curves or levels check, 
especially if you have converted to black and white.

Lynda.com 
Free Access to Lynda.com on-line training 

 
At the Introduction to Lightroom Workshop Part 2 at QCG's Focus Group 
meeting in June, I mentioned the website www.lynda.com as a source of training videos. 
 
Lynda.com is regarded as an outstanding resource for video-based on-line learning, particularly for photography software from 
Adobe such as Photoshop, Lightroom, Photoshop Elements etc. There are also a large number of videos on photography topics 
more generally including camera equipment, capturing images and post processing. Access is normally by paying a monthly 
subscription, starting at $US25. 
  
However, Queensland residents have free access to all Lynda.com training videos through the State Library of Queensland 
(SLQ). The Libraryôs state-wide subscription allows all Queenslanders unlimited access to the online courses from any 
compatible desktop or portable device, whether on a library computer, at their home or business or on the go.

August Guest Speaker ï Dean Holland 

Dean Holland is a Brisbane based photographer, educator and principal 
of Take Better Photos, a business dedicated to helping everyday people 
take better photos. 
He has more than 20 yearsô experience as a photographer and a PhD 
helping folk access and understand technical stuff.  He strongly believes 
that photography should be a joy, not a maths exam and that photos 
should be a fun celebration of life. 
He started Take Better Photos in 2007 to share some of the fun and 
excitement of having great photos of family and holidays, through 
photography courses in Brisbane (and now further afield). His idea is to 
capture the truly priceless moments in life - the ones you'll want to show 
your grandchildren and this quickly grew beyond all expectation, won 
heaps of awards, and you may have seen him on Channel 9 or heard him 
interviewed on ABC radio and on 97.3FM.  
To date around 1% of Brisbane has done a course with Take Better Photos.  
He also holds joint photography workshops with Steve Parish, one of Australia's best-known photographers, an inspiration for 
using photography to rejuvenate a passion for life.  Dean continues to add new photography courses including World's first and 
only jargon-free iPhone Photography course.  
 
While yet to be finalised, Dean has suggested the following two interest topics for his presentation: 

¶ Computational photography.  Photography on phones has shot forward in the 2 years since he last spoke about it at 

QCG and all the progress is computational, not optic. Cameras arenôt close to catching up yet! 

¶ Lessons for Volunteer Photographers.  This topic addresses the sometimes failed ñphoto-opportunitiesò of, for 

example, volunteer photographers working with charities, and what it reveals about professional and commercial 

photography.
